We organise our own liturgy to cater for everyone in your family; adult, baby, child or teenager so that we are all
part of the pilgrimage. We share short reflections called ‘Stations’ whilst we are walking, have children focused
liturgy in the day, older children / adult evening prayer and a family Seder meal on Thursday.
